Helpful Reminders for Submitting Annual Reports:


The ANSAA Annual Financial Review Form can be used in place of a school audit to meet ANSAA Standard *10.3. The financial review is to be completed by an independent CPA. 


Audit Verification Letter (if applicable)  If the school conducted a 2010-2011 school audit, include a verification letter from the auditing firm or CPA with the annual report. 


Annual Report A list of the Major Recommendations from the school’s last accreditation site visit must be sent in each year along with a current progress report stating how the school is addressing the recommendations.


ANSAA Policy Manual The ANSAA Policy Manual was revised June 2011. The Annual Report Forms (Elementary and Secondary) reflect the changes made in the 2011 Policy Manual Edition. The newest edition of the policy manual will be e-mailed to all ANSAA administrators. 


Deficiency Plans Accredited schools must give an annual update on any approved deficiency plan. This updated plan must also include an updated action plan. Any new request for deficiency plans must be reviewed with the executive director before submitting for board approval. 


E-Mail Addresses ANSAA information will be sent to school administrators by e-mail. The Membership Application form indicates the school e-mail address that will be   listed in the ANSAA Directory.
