Dear ANSAA Administrators,

ANSAA has been working with Deborah Coffman, ADE Coordinator of Professional Development, and Charlotte Marvel, ADE Title II-A Program Manager, to develop a plan to utilize the federal professional development funds/services that are annually appropriated for non-public schools in Arkansas. The amount is based on the ANSAA student enrollment numbers for the 2009-2010 school year. These federal funds must be used by September, 2010 and cannot be rolled over into the 2010-2011 school year, therefore all professional development workshops for this school year have been scheduled for the summer of 2010.

To utilize these funds for statewide workshops, a plan has been developed that is based on statistical data directly related to student improvement. The needs assessment survey that was completed by all ANSAA schools in March, 2010 targeted the following workshop areas: writing, literature circles, mathematics instruction, differentiated instruction, reading comprehension,  technology, and classroom management.  Based on the results of the survey, workshops have been scheduled throughout the state at various ANSAA schools. The state will provide the workshop presenters, all materials, and lunch. Professional Development Certificates will be provided at the completion of each workshop (six hours per workshop).

A spreadsheet is attached that includes the topic, date, time and location of all the summer workshops. Each workshop has a maximum number of participants; therefore, it is very important to get your registration form in as soon as possible. The deadline for returning registration forms into the ANSAA office is no later than May 15, 2010. Teachers will be notified if they have registered for a workshop that is full. 

This is a first for our non-public schools in Arkansas and it is very important that we take advantage of this great opportunity!
