ANSAA Standard *3.10
School units such as K-5, K-6, K-8, K-12, 7-9, 7-12, 9-12 must have an educational administrator with a master’s degree in school administration or a school administrator certification and a minimum of three (3) years teaching experience. Accredited schools may apply for a Professional Deficiency Plan to meet this standard. A maximum of two years is granted for completion of an approved degree plan or certification requirements.
